Sustainable Development

Sustainable Development stands for meeting the needs of present generations without jeopardizing the needs of futures generations - a better quality of life for everyone, now and for generations to come. It offers a vision of progress that integrates immediate and longer-term needs, local and global needs, and regards social, economic and environmental needs as inseparable and interdependent components of human progress.

Sustainable development will not be brought about by policies only: it must be taken up by society at large as a principle guiding the many choices each citizen makes every day, as well as the big political and economic decisions that have ramifications for many. Realising this vision requires profound changes in thinking, in economic and social structures, and in consumption and production patterns.
What is the EU doing?

The European Council of June 2006 adopted an ambitious and comprehensive renewed SDS for an enlarged EU. It builds on the Gothenburg strategy of 2001 and is the result of an extensive review process that started in 2004.
The renewed EU SDS sets out a single, coherent strategy on how the EU will more effectively live up to its long-standing commitment to meet the challenges of sustainable development. It recognises the need to gradually change our current unsustainable consumption and production patterns and move towards a better integrated approach to policy-making. It reaffirms the need for global solidarity and recognises the importance of strengthening our work with partners outside the EU, including those rapidly developing countries which will have a significant impact on global sustainable development.

Kestävää kehitystä edistävä kasvatus (Education for Sustainable  Development) mainitaan viisi kertaa. Ympäristökasvatusta (Environmental Education) ei mainita kertaakaan.
Kaikki viitaukset kestävää kehitystä edistävään kasvatukseen ovat s. 22, kohdassa Education and training: 
”14. Education is a prerequisite for promoting the behavioural changes and providing all citizens

with the key competences needed to achieve sustainable development. Success in reversing

unsustainable trends will to a large extent depend on high-quality education for sustainable

development at all levels of education including education on issues such as the sustainable

use of energies and transport systems, sustainable consumption and production patterns,

health, media competence and responsible global citizenship.”

“17. In the context of the UN Decade of Education for Sustainable Development (2005-2014),

Member States could further develop their national action plans, making in particular use of

the “Education and training 2010” work programme, whose objectives are focused on quality

and relevance, on access for all and on the openness of systems and institutions to society and

the wider world. Member States could develop education for sustainable development and

targeted training for professions in key sectors such as construction, energy and transport.

Special attention should be devoted to teacher training. They should also implement the

UNECE Strategy for Education for Sustainable Development adopted in Vilnius in 2005.

Education for sustainable development should also be promoted at EU level. The European

Parliament and the Council will adopt an integrated action programme in the field of lifelong

learning for 2007-2013 in 2006.”

III. PRINCIPLES 

13. There is a need to consider the evolving meaning of SD. The development of a

sustainable society should, therefore, be seen as a continuous learning process, exploring

issues and dilemmas, where appropriate answers and solutions may change as our

experience increases. Learning targets for ESD should include knowledge, skills,

understanding, attitude and values.
14. ESD [Education for Sustainable Development] is still developing as a broad and comprehensive concept, encompassing interrelated environmental (1), economic (2) and social (3) issues. It broadens the concept of environmental education (EE), which has increasingly addressed a wide range of development subjects. ESD also encompasses various elements of development and other targeted forms of education. Therefore, environmental education [EE] should be elaborated and complemented with other fields of education in an integrative approach towards education for sustainable development [ESD].

1. This Decision establishes a programme for Community action in the field of lifelong learning, hereinafter referred to as ‘the Lifelong Learning Programme’.

2. The general objective of the Lifelong Learning Programme is to contribute through lifelong learning to the development of the Community as an advanced knowledge-based society, with

sustainable economic development (1) , more and better jobs and greater social cohesion (2), while ensuring good protection of the environment (3)  for future generations. In particular, it aims to foster interchange, cooperation and mobility between education and training systems within the Community so that they become a world quality reference.
